PUBLIC HEARING: Consideration of a request from Roger and Gayle Anderson for a rear yard setback
variance from 25 feet to 20 feet and a side yard variance to allow construction above the existing
building and with 6 % feet from the east lot line at the following described property: L-1249 C.E.
RESSEGUIE'S SECOND ADDITION LOT 3 BLOCK 2, also known as 405 E Ludington Ave.

Roger Anderson explained to the Board that they would like to use half of the existing house and an
addition as his residence and still use the front of the house as offices. There would be no more than two
attorneys. They would use the front for the primary entrance and still have the back entrance as the
barrier free entrance. He explained that this house had been moved from the courthouse block in 1893
and was set within one foot of the east property line. In keeping with the architecture of the house, they
would like to keep the line going back instead of spreading out. He also explained the parking situation.
They would also like to keep the open space to the west. They would also like to trim out the dormers to
tie into the others on the house including the large dormer on the east side which would have an overhang
of 4 % from the property line.

Tom Tyron wanted to know it there would be enough space between their house and Carriage House for
firefighting, etc. Mr. Anderson told him that there would be at least ten feet. Mr. Tyron commented that
there would not be much green space.

Greg Dykstra asked if there had been any notices sent. The recording secretary reported that there were
thirty-one notices sent with no response.

Brian Purtee asked if there would be enough room on the west side for a drive. Mr. Anderson said that
there would not be room because there would have to be a barrier free ramp put in.

Chairman Dykstra closed the public hearing.
Tom Tyron made a motion to grant a rear yard setback variance from 25 feet to 20 feet and a side yard

variance to allow construction of a dormer above the existing building and within 6 ¥ feet from the east
lot line seconded by Virginia Scott. Motion carried unanimously.

The Recording Secretary reported that there were 46 notices sent, with no response.

Randy Bowden, 212 E Ludington Ave., told the Board that the existing signs were plywood signs from
the 1970’s and 80’s. He would like to replace these signs with 6 X 10 signs with 2 feet at the bottom
being LED message board. He said that it would be similar to the sign at Crystal Flash. It would
advertise his business and have the time and temperature.

Bev Gavigan said that she would like to see what the sign looked like. Inspector Healy said that the
Board was there to review the request for signage over the allowed forty eight feet. When Mr. Bowden
applied for the building permit, he would have to meet all the requirements for the sign. Brian Purtee
explained that the LED signs were not intrusive. Inspector Healy told the Board that the existing signage
was already non-conforming with the ordinance. Ken Vanderbilt said that he was only asking for 28
additional feet of signage.

Tom Tyron closed the public hearing.

Tom Tyron read the standards of the variance. The Board members all agreed that the standards had been
met.

Bob Erikson made a motion to grant a variance for 28 feet of additional signage over the existing 320 feet
for a total of 348 feet, seconded by Ken Vanderbilt. Motion carried unanimously.

Consideration of a request from Ludington Daily News for a front yard setback variance in order to
construct a handicap ramp at 202 N. Rath Ave. ORIGINAL PLAT S 50 FT OF LOT 9 & ALL OF LOT
10, BLOCK 19

The Recording Secretary reported that there were twenty-eight notices sent, with no response.

David Jackson, Ludington Daily News, explained to the Board that he would like to put a handicap ramp
in front of the Daily News Building, but in order to do this, he would have to have a zero setback
variance. He said that right now the handicap access was through the warehouse. He also said that there
has been a request to the City Council to give up 2 ft. 6 inches of the City Right of Way. He said that
they would be moving the sidewalk like they did for the parking lot across the street.
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Kaye Holman asked Mr. Jackson if this would eliminate the truck ramp. Mr. Jackson said that they
would be putting in a truck well at a later time. Ken Vanderbilt asked about the present zoning of the

property

and the present set back requirements. Inspector Healy told him that it was presently zoned limited
commercial and the required set back was 25 feet. He said that the present building was non-conforming
with less than a 25-foot set back.

Tom Tyron closed the public hearing.

Tom Tyron read the standards of the variance. The Board members all agreed that the standards had been
met.

Virginia Scott made a motion to grant a zero setback variance for the construction of a handicapped ramp
seconded by Bob Erikson. Motion carried unanimously.

Tom Tyron closed the public hearing.

Tom Tyron read the standards of the variance. The Board members all agreed that all the standards had
been met to grant the variance.

Gerry Ponko made a motion to grant a variance for a rear yard setback variance of 9 ft. for the purpose of
constructing a deck seconded by Ken Vanderbilt Motion carried unanimously.

Nathan Smith, 607 Lakeshore Drive, told the Board that he needed additional storage space. He admitted
that he had made a mistake by putting up the existing storage shed without a permit. He explained that he
had one building in the front that was grandfathered and also an attached garage. With the 8 X 8 storage
building, he has a total of 764 square feet, 22 x 22, 12 x 18, and 8 x 8. He did not realize that an attached
garage counted as an accessory building.

Brian Purtee told the Board that attached or detached it was the same. Was there a practical difficulty?

Bob Erikson asked why the original storage building in the front? Mr. Smith explained that it looked to
be a maintenance building that was put there a long time before he was in the house.

Tom Tyron closed the public hearing.
The recording secretary reported that there were 22 notices sent out with 4 replies of no opposition.

Kaye Holman asked Inspector Healy to explain the meaning of a practical difficulty. Brian Purtee asked
him to explain the expansion of non-conformity.

Bob Erikson told the Board that from a practical standpoint, he could see why he had the building there.
Kaye Holman disagreed. She said that he could build under the deck. Mr. Smith explained that the way
the hill came down, he would have to dig it out and it would cause erosion problems.

Brian Purtee stated that he did not see this as a practical difficulty, but a personal inconvenience. Bob
Erikson said that with kids on the beach you would want safety equipment close by. Kaye Holman said
that she felt that it could be hung on the deck on the post.

Ken Vanderbilt said that apparently he needs more storage. The building is there. Even if he had an 8 X
8 building next to the house, there is still a problem. Kaye Holman said that she did not see a practical
difficulty.





Tom Tyron stated that there were 4 letters from neighbors that did not have a problem with the building.
Bob Erikson said that he felt that it was in keeping with the intent of the Ordinance.

Kaye Holman wanted to know what was going to happen when others come for the same kind of
variance. Tom Tyron said that they would handle it one by one. Brian Purtee said the bottom line was
that Mr. Smith needed more storage space. He said that this would set precedence, but anyone else would
have to prove a practical difficulty. Brian Purtee asked Inspector Healy if they could put a condition that
it would have to be 8 X 8, if the variance was granted. Inspector Healy told him that conditions could be
placed.

Bob Erikson said that the practical difficulty did involve more than person inconvenience and financial
hardship. He felt that safety was a requirement.

Tom Tyron made a motion to grant the variance.

Ken Vanderbilt made a motion to amend the motion on the floor to grant the variance and limit the size of
the building to 8 X 8, seconded by Bob Erikson.

Kaye Holman asked if they could ask the Smiths to change the color of the building. Brian Purtee said
that he thought that would be exceeding their authority. Bob Erikson said that he thought it was
unobtrusive as it was.

There was a vote on the motion to grant the variance and limit the size of the building to 8 X 8. Motion
carried with 4 yes votes (Vanderbilt, Erikson, Tyron, and Purtee) and 1 no vote (Holman).

PUBLIC HEARING: Consideration of a request from Mr. Robert J. Evans for a side yard setback
variance in order to construct an attached garage at the following address: Addition No. 4, Lot
13, Block 143, also known as 420 N. Gaylord.

Kevin Moytka, representative for Mr. Evans, explained to the board that they were asking for a 5’ 10 %"
sideyard setback variance. This would bring the structure within 18 inches from the property line.

Kaye Holman asked if the only reason that the garage could not be put in the rear yard was because of no
locking devices on the rear doors of the house. Mr. Moytka told her that neither of the doors on the back
had access from the outside. Mrs. Holman stated that these locking devices could be obtained from a
hardware store. She was having a hard time finding a difficulty.

Brian Purtee pointed out that the house at 418 N Gaylord had a porch that was at least 2 feet wide with an
awning hanging on it.

Tom Tyron stated that he felt that with the deck going around the back, there would be considerable
construction to build a garage in the back. He feels that in looking at the surrounding area, all the garages
seem to be up to the line. He said that this one would not be unique.

Kaye Holman disagreed with Mr. Tyron. She stated that they were pretty specific in their request when
they said that this would increase the resell of the house. The two-car garage may enhance the value of
the surrounding property. She said that she did not consider that a practical difficulty. Mr. Tyron said
that he did not consider the economics. He did not find it practical to have to tear off all the decking.

Ken Vanderbilt stated that he felt that they were getting too close to the property line. Gerry Ponko told
the Board that there had been a variance granted that was very similar with the same scenario. Mr.
Vanderbilt said that the one granted was seven feet from the property line.

Tom Tyron closed the public hearing.
The Recording Secretary reported that there were thirty-nine notices sent with no replies.

Tom Tyron read the Standards:

1) Practical Difficulty: Kaye Holman: No/ Tyron: Yes, | believe there is with the deck and the other
building. The logical thing to do is add on to the garage where it is. Mrs. Holman explained that
there was enough room to put a 24-ft garage in the back. Brian Purtee agreed with Kaye Holman. In
the original application, they stated they did consider putting a garage in the back. The only obstacle
was
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practical difficulty.

2) Detrimental to adjacent property: Tom Tyron said that obviously it would be to the neighbor, in
being very close. Bob Erikson said that he felt it would be detrimental.

3) In harmony with Ordinance: Kaye Holman: No
4) Difficulty more than personal inconvenience and financial hardship: Tyron: No

Kaye Holman made a motion to deny the request for a side yard setback variance, seconded by Ken
Vanderbilt..Motion carried 4-2, (Yes, Holman, Vanderbilt, Purtee, Erikson ) (No, Tyron, Ponko)

AGENDA APPROVAL.: A motion was made by Bob Erikson seconded by Virginia Scott to approve the
Agenda, as written. Motion carried unanimously.

MINUTES: A motion was made by Ken Vanderbilt seconded by Bob Erikson, to approve the minutes of
the meeting of August 15, 2000. Motion carried unanimously.

PUBLIC HEARING: Consideration of a request from Dawn M Rebitzke for a side yard setback variance
of 3 ft. in order to construct a handicap ramp at the following described property:
VILLAGE OF PERE MARQUETTE E 1/2 OF LOT 16 BLOCK 2, also known as 921 Pine St.

Pam Anes, 923 Pine St., explained that the there was twenty-two feet from the side of their house
to the sidewalk on the East Side. If Mrs. Rebitzke puts in the ramp, there would be no room.
She feels like the front of the house would be the ultimate spot. It would be a real inconvenient
spot on the side. She is opposed to her request.

Dawn Rebitzke, 921 Pine St., stated that with the ramp on the side, it would not be much
different than it was now. The ramp would go over the sidewalk.

Harry Anes, 923 Pine St., told the Board that with the ramp, it would be butted right into their
property line. We will have no privacy. This variance is supposed to be five feet. There is no
way to get a five-foot variance from our property line to where they want to put it.

Public Comments Closed

Kaye Holman said that she did not have enough information. She cannot visualize what they are
talking about.

Tom Tyron stated that he was by the property, and felt they were awfully close.
Bob Erikson wanted to know how difficult it would be to move it to the front.

Mrs. Rebitzke explained that she had received three estimates to put it in the front, but that was
before they decided to put a driveway in on the other side.
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Bob Erikson stated that he was confused on the whole issue. It appears to him that she is already
encroaching on the neighbor’s property.

Kaye Holman made a motion to table this issue until the next meeting seconded by Virginia
Scott. Motion carried unanimously.

Consideration of a request from David and Deborah McCarthy for:

1. A variance from the total number of accessory buildings allowed (the current
ordinance allows two), in order to construct a 26 X 24 detached garage.

2. A variance of 144 sq. ft. over what is allowed for accessory buildings (the current
ordinance allows 1200 sq. ft. for two buildings), in order to construct a third
accessory building. At the following described property: LAWNDALE PARK
ADDITION LOTS 4 & 5, BLOCK 6 & N 1/2 OF ADJ VACATED ALLEY, also
known as 1010 Mitchell St. .

David McCarthy, 1010 Mitchell St., explained to the board that with his vehicles and
snowmobile trailers that he needs additional storage. He showed the board a colored map of his
property and the surrounding properties. He said that right now his property is on two separate
tax bills, but would combine them if it were necessary to get the variance. He said that now they
were in a good position to do this. He explained the size and construction plans of the 26 X 24
building that they were proposing.

Closed Public Hearing
The Recording Secretary reported that there were seventeen notices sent, with no response.

Ken Vanderbilt wanted to know if this was going to be on a separate lot. Mr. McCarthy
explained that it was just on a separate tax bill and they would join them if necessary. John
Healy explained that they did not look at contiguous lots as separate.

Bob Erickson asked John Healy to explain why this request was necessary. Mr. Healy explained
that they wanted an extra accessory building.

Kaye Holman said that she was real uncomfortable with the extra building. She was all set to
ask them to remove their smaller building.

Bob Erickson stated that he had been by the property and agreed with Mr. McCarthy’s thinking.
It was a real nice piece of property. The 8 X 12 building in the back was not intrusive, and did
not see that this building would be intrusive.

Tom Tyron said that what helped him on it was the other lot with the ROW through it. It cannot
be utilized. It will not interfere with the neighbors. It looks to me like if a man has that much
property, he should be able to utilize it.
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Kaye Holman said that it was his choice to have that much property, and the ordinance was very
specific as far as two buildings. Tom Tyron stated that he had a problem with the ordinance

anyway.
Brian Purtee said that maybe they should see about getting the ordinance changed.

Ken Vanderbilt agreed with Kaye Holman. He felt like they should stay as close as they could to
the intent of the ordinance.

Tom Tyron read the standards:

1. Practical Difficulty: Holman, Purtee, Erikson- No

2. Detrimental to surrounding properties: Erikson, Tyron, Vanderbilt- No

3. Variance serves the intent of Ordinance: Holman, VVanderbilt, Purtee-No

4 More than Personal Difficulty or Financial Hardship: Holman, Purtee-No Bob

Erikson stated that if it was his land, he would be upset if he could not build an
accessory building on that additional lot. Kaye Holman said that was true, but
that was not the Ordinance. Tom Tyron said that was why they were there,
sometimes the Ordinance was vague on these kind of situation.

Kaye Holman made a motion to deny the variance, supported by Ken Vanderbilt. The motion
failed 3 in support, Holman, Vanderbilt, Purtee, 4 in opposition, Tyron, Ponko, Scott, Erikson.

Kaye Holman made a motion to amend her motion to deny to state that the first variance be
granted under the condition that the existing 8 X 12 shed was removed, seconded by Ken
Vanderbilt. The motion failed 3 in support, Holman, Vanderbilt, Purtee, 4 in opposition, Tyron,
Ponko, Scott, Erikson.

Jerry Ponko made a motion seconded by Bob Erikson to grant the first variance to allow an
additional 26 X 24 garage be built. Motion carried, 4 in support, Tyron, Ponko, Scott, Erickson,
3 in opposition, Holman, Purtee, Vanderbilt.

Jerry Ponko made a motion seconded by Bob Erikson to grant the second variance to allow an
additional 144-sg. ft. for an accessory building.
